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feet of planted native sedges
and grasses and 550 feet
planted with native shrubs.

Explained by Hugo, the
project is planned for 70
total man hours.  "The
shrubs will deflect wave
energy which will prevent
erosion," she said. The
plants will also provide a
root system for the water-
front. This will help hold the
soil and provide for food and
protection for wildlife.

Planted grasses will then
filter for overland flows.

Maintenance responsibili-
ties of the Knaebles include
planting and watering of the
shrubs and grasses.

"This will be a good proj-
ect for the grandk_ids," said
Joe.

While Bernadette has
played the role of waterfront
maintenance for the majority
of the summers, all three sib-
lings know the work they
have ahead of them.

The project maintenance
time estimate is 10 years.

"This will be good for the
family," said Joe.

"Its been in the last few
years we have noticed dam-
age of waterfront land," said
Joe. "And there has definite-
ly been more weeds," he
adds.

"We are just really looking
forward to this," said
Bemadette. "Qur heart
is in this land," said Joe.

"Its always great to have
enthusiastic landowners,"
said Bronder.

The land being in the fam-
ily since 1920, the Knaebles
will receive volunteer assis-
tance from Cargill, the lake
association and family.

Plants and shrubs are
planned to be delivered to
the Knaebles in early spring
with planting planned to
start in June.

The BLCLA have three
additional watershed proj-
ects simultaneously begin-
ning. "This is the first of
' many we are hoping to have
done," said Ridgeway.
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
